Remove all components and hardware from their 
packaging, then verify that all the components are 
present.

If equipped:If equipped: Remove the screws (circled in RED) and 
plastic clips (arrows) that secure the OEM splash shields 
to the vehicle.

Step #1

Remove the bolts (circled in RED) from the front of the 
sub-frame and set them aside.

Install the provided M10 speed clips (highlighted in 
GREEN) into the mounting locations on the sub-frame 
as shown.

Step #1

Assemble the provided M10 bolts by installing the 
provided bolt protectors onto them as shown. 

Step #2 15mm Socket & Ratchet

Section 2: Installing the New Skid Plate
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Loosely install M10 bolts (arrows) into the rearmost 
speedclips previously installed in the front sub-frame.

Step #3

Slide the M10 hardware (arrow) through the engine 
skid plate and install the provided full-moon spacers 
(highlighted in GREEN) onto the bolts.

Step #4

15mm Socket & Ratchet

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Install the provided retention washers (highlighted 
in GREEN) to secure the bolt protector, M10 bolt and 
spacer in place.

Step #5

Lift the engine skid plate and slide it onto the bolts that 
were previously installed at the rear of the front sub-
frame.

Step #6

Section 2: Installing the New Skid Plate
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Loosely thread the assembled bolts (arrows) into the 
center mounting locations. 

Step #7

Reinstall the frontmost bolts through the engine skid 
plate and slide a provided spacer (highlighted in GREEN) 
onto the bolt.

Secure the front of the skid plate to the front sub-frame 
by threading the OEM bolts into their OEM mounting 
locations and torque the bolts (circled in YELLOWYELLOW) to 46 
Ft-lbs (63 Nm).

Step #9

Fully tighten the M10 bolts (circled in YELLOWYELLOW) previously 
installed.

Step #10 15mm Socket & Ratchet.
